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SPRING YARD DEBRIS COLLECTION

The City of College Place will have its spring yard debris cleanup the week of April 21—
25. The City will be divided into the following areas for collection:

MONDAY, April 21 — All residents south of SE 12t Street to SR 125, and between SE
Larch and S College Avenue. The streets inside this boundary would be Sunny Drive,
Sky, Central, Mountain View, Scenic View, Valley, Linda, Broadway, and Sherburne Ad-
dition.

TUESDAY, April 22 — All residents west of College Avenue, including the West Side of
College Avenue. Any NW or SW addresses will be collected on this day.

WEDNESDAY, April 23 — All residents east of SE Larch and south of SE 4t Street.
Areas in this boundary include the east side of Larch, Highland Park, Davin Drive, Garri-
son Creek Heights, Villages of Garrison Creek, Autumn Meadows, Harvest Meadows,
Harvest Heights, Country Estates, Knapp Addition, Dewey Drive, Vista Place and SE
12t Street east of Larch.

THURSDAY, April 24 — All residents north of SE 4th Street and east of College Ave-
nue. Areas in this boundary are the north side of 4t Street, east side of College Avenue,
Ash, Sunset Villa, Deccio Road, Maple, Flowers Lane, Hawthorne Addition, Tamarack,
Elder, Damson, Cottonwood, Beechwood, Rose, Ivy Lane, Tremont, NE “A”, NE “C”,
Birch, NE Cedar, SE 20, SE 31, Mulberry, Fernwood, Sprucewood, Kingwood, and
Redwood, Bunky, Sedona, and Mulberry.

FRIDAY, April 25 — All residences between SE 4th and SE 12t and between S College
and SE Larch. Areas in this boundary include the border streets, SE 5t Hillcrest, Date,
Birch, SE 6, Elm, Villa Tuscany Estates, SE 8t SE 9t SE 10th, SE Cedar, Brentwood
Place, SE 11t Cotter Place, Stanford, Belmont, and Broadway.

Guidelines for collection are as follows:

1 — All debris must be bundled, bagged, boxed, or contained.
2 — No item should be over 65 pounds.

3 — Yard debris only.

4 — 5 items maximum.

5 — No bundled brush in lengths over 5.

Put your debris out the evening before your area is scheduled for pick up. Please locate
all yard debris in the street approximately 6 inches away from the curb.

Anything above the allowed amount will be subject to charge.

Temporary structures such as portable carports are required to meet

front yard setbacks and are not allowed in driveway or front yards.

A nuisance abatement focus is currently underway and may result in letters to

homeowners with code violations. Please be proactive and make a difference

in your neighborhood.

If the signs are placed on private property, other than your own, get permission
from the property owner.

Pick up signs when the yard sale is complete.

When the sale is complete, clean up the remnants of the sale.

Holding a continual summer yard sale becomes a business and is not appropri-
ate for a residential neighborhood.

Be considerate of your neighbors.
